I was introduced to fire waking at an Anthony Robbins Seminar in 1999. In 2002 I found “Sundoor School of Transpersonal 
Education” , which is where I was Trained to instruct people to walk safely over hot coals. I am also a certified Clinical 

Hypnotherapist and Master Hypnotist. I have walked on fire over 300 times and I have only had one burn that really hurt. 
This is My Third year of offering public firewalks here in Grande Prairie. It is an amazing and powerful experience. One of 
the things I am truly grateful for is my colleague Amanda Dennison. With both of us in the community offering firewalks it 
helps get the word out quicker. Plus we are building a powerful friendship and business connection. We share many values 

and ideals' that support each other and our community. She is an amazing and wonderful Lady.

I have been fire walking now for almost 5 years now, it has truly become one of my own favorite pastimes as well as a driv-

ing passion. I grew up knowing that fire walking was something we were all capable of as my Father walked on fire at a 
seminar in 1988. I absolutely fell in love with it the second my feet touched the coals at my very first walk and I have now 
walked hundreds of times. I was certified as a Fire Master in 2004 in California by a wonderful man by the name of Tolly 
Burkan. Tolly is the founder of the Fire Institute of Research and Education and his students include hundreds of people 

from around the world including both Anthony Robins and Peggy Dalen. Partnered with my Mom Trish Dennison, also a 
Fire Master, we have been offering Fire walking Classes all over Alberta and B.C. for the past few years. On June 15th 2005 

I successfully set a new Guinness World Record for fire walking by walking over 220 feet of hot coals. It was an amazing 
event and I could not have done it with out the help of Roberta and those who came out to support my walk.  As well as  
being a Fire Master I am also a Reiki Master/Practitioner (10yrs+), a Breakthrough Coach and soon to be Certified Life 

Skills Coach. I want to thank Roberta Brunin for inviting me to once again participate in this amazing event, she has been an  
inspiration to me on this journey of self discovery and I am excited to share this walk and honor with such an amazing 

woman! Thank you Roberta
